And of
course no one can mention Georgetown without
the Kennedys.

Or if you're on a roll, we
can point you to the C&0 Canal, the historic and
bucolic waterway. (Be prepared to climb a hill or
two.)

In the Shadow of the Dome:
Around the U.S. Capitol 7:300m june
7 through October 31 « MEET OUTSIDE THE CAPITOL
SOUTH METRO STATION Travel around Wash-
ington’s most famous architectural icon, the
U.S. Capitol, and past the buildings housing
America’s legislative and judicial branches of
government. You will discover that “Capitol
Hill” does indeed describe a rise in the ground
upon which the monumental edifice stands,
and that its gracious park-like setting repre-
sents one of the most pleasing outdoor spaces
in the city, featuring historic trees, fountains,
outdoor sculpture and even a grotto. The Library
of Congress, U.S. Botanic Garden, and U.S.
Supreme Court are all stops, as is the home of
Alice Paul, who worked tirelessly to guarantee
American women the right to vote. We'll discuss
the exterior of the U.S. Capitol itself —how

it was designed, why it was burned down,

the roles slaves played in its construction,

At Home On Capitol Hill 7:300m pril 1 througn

Although the outside world may associate the term

Capitol Hill solely with the U.S. Congress, those who make
Washington their home conjure up a very different image:

a vibrant neighborhood spread across one of the largest
historic districts in the country filled with quaint row houses,
leafy parks, shops and cafes, churches and schools. A stroll
through residential Capitol Hill is akin to visiting a small
town. Pride of place is evident in the careful restoration

and loving upkeep bestowed upon the 19th century homes,
their postage stamp-sized gardens adorned with flower
beds and shrubs. Although many of the stately row houses
seen on this walk were not built until after the U.S. Civil
War, Capitol Hill is nonetheless one of Washington’s oldest
neighborhoods, first developed during the late 1790s just as
the federal government prepared to locate here permanently.

Kalorama 11am Saturday, May 16 « MEET AT
THE CORNER OF 22ND STREET AND DECATUR PLACE, N.W.
BY THE OLD POLICE AND FIRE CALL BOXES Joel Barlow
named the estate he purchased in 1807 Kalorama
for the expansive views to be had from its place
overlooking today’s Rock Creek Park. No more exqui-
sitely beautiful enclave exists in America’s capital.
Kalorama has always been a prime residential area,
its glory the urban mansions located on the high
ground between Massachusetts and Connecticut
Avenues. We'll start by ascending the “Spanish
Steps” to reach the heights where Washington's
diplomatic community is evident everywhere you
look, many of the original single family homes

now occupied by ambassadors or embassy offices.
Former police and fire call boxes punctuate the
neighborhood as imaginative works of public art

as does a brightly colored panda. See if you can
identify the oldest house in the District. The walk will
conclude at the Woodrow House Museum where you
can pay tribute to the only U.S. president to retire in
D.C. Like him, once you've sampled the architectural
and natural radiance that is Kalorama, you won't
want to leave!

Outdoor Sculpture 2zum Saturday, June
13 @ MEET OUTSIDE ARCHIVES-NAVY MEMORIAL-PENN
QUARTER STATION Outdoor artwork can be found
throughout America’s capital city, yet perhaps
nowhere in such abundance as the area known
as Judiciary Square, a name derived from the fact
that it became the municipal center of Wash-
ington early in its history. Why should a place
known for its courthouses be the source for so
much public artwork? Only the lawyers and judges
know for sure, but suffice to say that you will

run into some giants of jurisprudence along this
route—after you've encountered a “temple” to
an egotistical dentist and two anonymous chess
players. The National Gallery of Art East Building,
an outdoor sculpture in and of itself, provides
inspiration for a series of contemporary pieces
gracing the museum grounds. Even a federal
government agency gets in on the act with a pair
of sculptures that embody the Art Deco move-
ment of the 1930s. We'll conclude at the National
Gallery Sculpture Garden, only a decade old and
already a favorite outdoor venue.

Sunday, August 16 ¢ MEET OUTSIDE
DUPONT CIRGLE STATION [Dupont South
exit] Dupont Circle evolved from a
hardscrabble “wilderness” to Wash-
ington’s most fashionable address

at the close of the 19th-century. The
mansions and elegant rowhouses
remain, many as single family
residences. Others house museums,
bed and breakfasts, embassies or
non-profit organizations. Start with a
look at a brewmaster's castle. Then it's
on to Dupont Circle itself, the cross-
roads of the neighborhood. Contrast

a former luxury apartment building
with a nearby bohemian inn proffering
irresistible potato chips. A church
that rose from the ashes to become

a beacon of social activism is next. A
block of stunning rowhouses designed
by one of D.C.’s most prolific architects
leads to the city’s tallest building.

The supreme head of a benevolent
organization resides in a Beaux Arts
beauty that seems to be sailing
directly into Dupont Circle. An ornate
mansion houses a church famous for
its celebrity membership.

Penn Quarter 11am Saturday,
September 12 e This walk be offered free
of charge  MEET OUTSIDE ARCHIVES-
NAVY MEMORIAL STATION “Penn Quarter”
describes downtown’s Seventh Street
corridor, where the 19th-century
meets the 21st. Hip hotels, restau-
rants and loft apartments continue to
sprout up amidst attractions like the
International Spy Museum, National
Portrait Gallery, Shakespeare Theatre
and National Building Museum. That
most of these are housed in buildings
constructed during the 1800s is what
makes this walk an irresistible urban
scavenger hunt to discover a bygone
era—a time when Chinese, German and
[talian immigrants lived and worked
on and around Seventh Street. If you
know where to look (and we do!) you
can find the old U.S. Patent Office
where newcomer Emile Berliner filed
applications for the first microphone
and disk record ever invented, where
[talian stone carvers once worshipped
(and where their descendents still
enjoy espresso after Sunday Mass), the
ornate archway welcoming you to D.C.’s
Chinatown, and the humble wooden
synagogue that took a historic ride to
avoid the wrecking ball.

Georgetown Waterfront
11am Saturday, October 17 ¢ MEET THE
GUIDE IN THE LITTLE PARK LOCATED

AT 28TH STREET AND PENNSYLVANIA
AVENUE, NW— NEXT T0 THE GAS
STATION Georgetown was originally a
bustling tobacco port, a gritty place
with wharves and rowdy taverns.
After the Potomac River silted up,
however, the tobacco trade dwindled
and Georgetown’s economy required
a new engine to drive it. This came
in the form of mills constructed
along the waterfront. You'll see what
has become of them on this walk.
First, though, stroll past the little
houses resided in by the waterfront
inhabitants. Lock #3 of the C & 0
Canal comes next, followed by a
panoramic view from the edge of the
Potomac River. A tiny neighborhood
once called “Brickyard Hill” now
boasts a luxury hotel constructed
around a former incinerator. Alley life
is revealed with a trek into Cherry
Hill. Then peek inside what was once
Georgetown’s public market. We'll
conclude with a walk through Cady'’s
Alley, Georgetown’s enclave for swank
home design and furnishings.

The houses he grew up in still
stand, as does the Whitelaw Hotel, where Ellington often
stayed while in D.C. to perform at venues like the Howard
Theater. You'll also see where Ellington attended school,
heard the music that would inspire his career, and where he
played his first gig. Jazz continues to flourish in Washington.
We'll point out clubs like Bohemian Caverns and HR 57.
What’s more, all tour participants will receive a list of bars,
restaurants and clubs in the 14th and U Streets corridor
where live music can be heard and the night life embodied
by musicians like Ellington experienced. SPONSORED BY
